2. Descriptions of Heaven in the Bible

Revelation 21 and 22 describe heaven as a place of 

beauty—streets of gold, a river of life, and no pain or 

suffering. It is a place of ultimate joy and restoration.

3. Heaven is a Place of Eternal Life with God

Philippians 3:20-21 reminds us that heaven is not just a 

beautiful place, but a place where we will be with God 

forever. Our bodies will be transformed to be like Jesus’, 

free from sin and death.

4. The Hope and Motivation Heaven Provides

Knowing that heaven is real motivates us to live with 

purpose and to endure life’s challenges, inspired by the 

promise of an eternal home with God.
